a vytvarnych umelcov o vybudovanie vysokoskolskej institucie, ktora
bude poskytovat plnohodnotné umelecké vzdelanie pre talentovanych
Studentoyv, a to nielen z regionu vychodného Slovenska. Prvotné
snahy o vybudovanie samostatnej akadémie umeni v KoSiciach sa
skoro ukazali ako neredlne. Zvolena bola preto alternativa zriadenia
samostatnej umeleckej fakulty na péde univerzity, a to na baze uz tu
existujucich studijnych programov umeleckého typu. Konkrétne bolo
mozné vyuzit skisenosti a pedagogické zabezpecenie zo 6-rocného
Studia dizajnu na Strojnickej fakulte TUKE, ktoré zastresovala
Katedra dizajnu od roku 1990 a studia architektury na Stavebnej
fakulte, ktoré zabezpecovala Katedra architektury od roku 1996.

Len vdaka Ustretovosti Dr. h.c. prof. Ing. FrantiSka Treburu, CSc.,
dekana Strojnickej fakulty a prof. Ing. Pavla Juhasa, DrSc., dekana
Stavebnej fakulty, ktori boli ochotni uvolnit zo svojho zvazku dve
uvedené katedry, bolo mozné zacat v rokoch 1996 az 1998 s pripravou
na zriadenie samostatnej umeleckej fakulty, ktora pri svojom zrode
v roku 1998 niesla nazov Fakulta Uzitkovych umeni.

V procese pripravy a schvalovania Fakulty umeni na prislusnych
Statnych a samospravnych organoch vyznamnu ulohu zohrali
predstavitelia vedenia nasej univerzity a mesta Kosice, zastupcovia
partnerskych umeleckych §kél VSVU v Bratislave a Fakulty architektury
STU v Bratislave, ako aj kosickej umeleckej sféry. Je potrebné pri
tejto prilezitosti podakovat véetkym aktérom, ktori sa vtedy osobne
zasadili o zriadenie novej umeleckej fakulty na pode nasej Alma
Mater. Menovite spomeniem aspon prof. Ing. Milosa Somoru, CSc.,
vtedajsieho rektora TUKE a Ing. Rudolfa Schustera, CSc., vtedajsieho
primatora mesta Kosice, pre ktorych zriadenie umeleckej fakulty
v Kosiciach bolo osobitnou vyzvou. Tymto aktom sa viastne zaroven
naplnil univerzitny charakter Technickej univerzity v Kosiciach, ked
popri tradi¢nych technickych a ekonomickych studijnych odboroch,
zacala nasa univerzita poskytovat vysokoskolské vzdelavanie aj
v akreditovanych umeleckych odboroch. Je pre nasu univerzitu dobrou
vizitkou na domacej i medzinarodnej scéne, Ze o studium na Fakulte
umeni bol vzdy vyznamny zaujem z radov talentovanych studentov
z celého Slovenska, a v ostatnom obdobi aj zo zahranicia. K tomu
vyznamne napomahaju Uspechy studentov a pedagdgov fakulty
na domacich a medzinarodnych architektonickych, dizajnérskych
a vytvarnych sUtaziach a vystavach.

After the jubilee year of 2017 in which we commemorated the 65"
anniversary of the establishment of our Technical University
of KoSice, we are delighted that 2018 marks a significant milestone
for one of the youngest faculties of our university, the Faculty of Arts.
At the beginning of October 2018, we will commemorate the 20"
anniversary of its establishment as the eighth Faculty of the Technical
University of Kosice. In 1998, the long-standing efforts of architects,
designers and artists to create a higher education institution in KoSice
which would offer comprehensive artistic education for talented
students from East Slovakia and from further afield were finally fulfilled.
Initial efforts to establish an independent academy of arts in Kosice
were soon found to be somewhat unrealistic, and thus the alternative
establishment of a separate faculty of arts within the structure
of the university formed on the basis of existing arts-related study
programs was chosen instead. Specifically, it was possible to exploit
the experience and teaching provision of the 6-year study program
in Design at the Faculty of Mechanical Engineering at TUKE which
had been covered by the Department of Design since 1990 and
of the courses in Architecture at the Faculty of Civil Engineering which
had been provided by the Department of Architecture since 1996. It was
only thanks to the generosity of Dr. h.c. Prof. Ing. Frantisek Trebuna, CSc.,
the Dean of the Faculty of Mechanical Engineering, and prof. Ing. Pavol
Juhas, DrSc., the Dean of the Faculty of Civil Engineering, who were
willing to release the two Departments from their organizational
structures, that between 1996 and 1998 preparations could begin
for the formation of the separate arts faculty, which upon its
establishment in 1998 adopted the title of the Faculty of Applied Arts.
An important role in the process of the preparation and approval
of the Faculty of Arts before the relevant state and regional bodies
was played by representatives of the management of our university
and of the city of KoSice, delegations from our partner arts colleges
(the Academy of Fine Arts and Design in Bratislava and the Faculty
of Architecture at the Slovak University of Technology in Bratislava),
and also representatives of the arts community of KoSice. It is also
necessary to take this opportunity to thank the many individuals
who were personally involved in establishing a new faculty of arts on
the campus of our alma mater. At the very least we would mention
prof. Ing. Milo§ Somora, CSc., the then Rector of TUKE, and Rudolf
Schuster, CSc., the then Mayor of KoSice, who took the establishment
of an arts faculty in KoSice as a personal challenge. This step also
enhanced the academic character of the Technical University
of Kosice, as our University complemented its more traditional focus
on technical and economics-based subjects by expanding expanded
the range of its offered study programs into accredited arts subjects.
the ongoing interest of talented students from across Slovakia and

Vtedy na viacerych
projektoch Kosice — EHMK 2013 sa vyrazne podielali architekti,
dizajnéri a vytvarni umelci Fakulty umeni i dalSich fakult TUKE.

is an excellent calling card for our University both at a national level
and in the international context. the high regard in which the Faculty
is held has been due in no small part to the success of its teaching
staff and students in national and international competitions

and exhibitions in the fields of architecture, design and art. As
anillustration of this success, we can mention the National Slovak
Award in Design, the Dusan Jurkovi¢ Award, the Building of the Year
Award and CE.ZA.AR Architectural Award, and the several Oskar Cepan
Awards, presented to young Slovak artists, which have been won by
the teaching staff and alumni of the Faculty of Arts.

The Faculty of Arts at TUKE has also been successfully carrying
out its mission in terms of its teaching processes in the years since
its establishment. After the initial successful accreditation of its
guaranteed bachelor’s and master’s study programs in Architecture
and Urbanism, Design and Free Fine Arts, the Faculty also later gained
accreditation to offer doctoral study programs in Design and in Free
Fine Arts. the graduates of the Faculty already form a recognized
group of architects, designers and creative artists who are successfully
participating in the development of the creative economy and arts
scene not only in our own region, but also in Slovakia as a whole and
even abroad.

The remarkable artistic and overall creative potential
of the teaching staff of the Faculty of was made clear in 2013 when
KoSice was awarded the title of European Capital City of Culture.
Architects, designers and artists from the Faculty of Arts and also from
other Faculties at TUKE made significant contributions to the many
projects which were developed as part of the Kosice 2013 scheme,
projects which have done much to raise the profile of our city
of Kosice on the international stage. We can see a similar situation
taking shape today as KosSice becomes the first Slovak city to be
added to the international Creative Cities Network as a “UNESCO
Creative City of Media Art”. I strongly believe that the Faculty of Arts
will once again rise successfully to this challenge and thus strengthen
its reputation not only in the arts world, but also in the process
of establishing the active interconnection of the University with
professional practice, primarily in terms of the development
of the creative economy in the region of East Slovakia.

In the fields of creative technology, design and the arts,
our university continues to develop strong technological,
structural and above all human potential under the umbrella
of TECHNICOM — University Science Park for Innovative Applications
Supported by Knowledge Technologies which was opened in 2017.

The quality and viability of the Faculty of Arts is reflected

in the form of the many successes of its teaching staff and students
in national and international competitions and in their participation
in exhibitions in renowned arts institutions both in Slovakia

and abroad. Over the course of the Faculty’s existence, five members
of our teaching staff have been awarded the prestigious CE-ZA-AR
Award in architecture, with three of these winning the award twice.
Fourteen current and former members of the teaching staff and
graduates of the Faculty have been finalists in the Oskar Cepan
Award, with four of these finalists becoming laureates of the Award.
the activities of the Faculty have also been attested in several
important exhibitions, especially over the last decade, where

the first generation of graduates from the Faculty have made such
an impression with their work that many in the Slovak arts community
have begun to speak of the emergence of a “KosSice scene”.

The Faculty of Arts also contributes to the development
of the arts scene in KoSice through the widely recognized arts groups
and gallery projects in which the graduates and teaching staff
of the Faculty are involved, including the Make Up Gallery focussing
on contemporary visual art (2007—2015), the DIG Gallery specializing
in contemporary media art (since 2012), and Kotolria, a multi-genre
platform based in the site of the former KosSice tobacco factory.
the distinctiveness of the Faculty of Arts is most apparent in KoSice,
but our graduates are also spreading the message of the school
across the wider region, either in the case of the alternative arts
space Subteren in Michalovce (2007—2014) or in their teaching
work in primary and secondary arts schools. All of these activities
clearly demonstrate that the Faculty of Arts has been successfully
fulfilling its creative mission since its establishment and now
plays a significant role in influencing the cultural and artistic life
of East Slovakia.

The ever-intensifying digitalization of our society brings new
challenges and inevitably has an impact on the process of artistic
education. From this perspective, relying solely on the classical
methodologies which have been used to date is no longer sufficient.
Instead, it is necessary to enter into interdisciplinary dialogue and
become involved in the formation of strategies which can forge
closer links between art and science. These strategies will become
a crucial element of artistic education and research and therefore
these steps must be taken in tandem with the university city
of the Technical University itself. Another mission of our Faculty
will therefore be the gradual implementation of interdisciplinary
projects into the teaching process which will involve cooperation
with the technologically-orientated workspaces of the University

Jej poslanim bude okrem rozvoja
a podpory oblasti novych médii a digitalneho umenia aj posilnenie
interdisciplinarneho prieniku medzi multimedialnym umenim, dizajnom
a architekturou, ale i dal$imi vybranymi vednymi oblastami.

v ktorej prebiehaju, resp. vznikaju. Fakulta umeni bola v ¢ase svojho
vzniku umiestnena do uz existujucich objektov aredlu univerzity,

s dominantnym situovanim vyucby v budove na Watsonovej ulici.
KedZe jej fyzicky stav a Uroven technického vybavenia nie je stale
postacujuci, v ramci dostupnych strukturalnych fondov bola realizovana
jej nadstavba, ¢im vznikli nové priestory uréené pre ateliéry na Katedre
architektury.

K dolezitym aktivitdm nasej fakulty patri aj komunikacia so SirSou
odbornou a laickou verejnostou. Prezentacia nasich vysledkov formou
verejnych vystav &i propagacnych a odbornych publikacii sa stretava
so zvy$enym zaujmom. V zavere kazdého semestra organizujeme ,,Dni
otvorenych dveri, kde su prezentované rocnikové prace katedier

in the spirit of the contemporary trend of “Art & Science”. the first
university facility of this type is the “Centre for Advanced
Visualizations”, the activities of which are guaranteed by our

Faculty. the main focus of the Centre’s work is the creation of novel
communication tools and channels in the field of education and
contemporary digital culture and the presentation of the results

of scientific research or manufacturing processes. In line with these
requirements, we have also commenced work on the development
of the “Research Centre in Art, Design and Architecture”, into

which we plan to incorporate the newly-opened Departmental
Laboratories. One

of the first interdisciplinary
workspaces of our Faculty
which was developed
within the framework

of the University’s
“TECHNICOM?” project is
the “RobLab” laboratory.
This facility is focused on
parametrical generative
design and the robot-
-assisted production

of spatial structures

in the fields of architecture,
design and visual arts, and employs the progressive teaching
methodology known as “Teaching by Doing”. Another integrated
Faculty workspace which reflects the contemporary cultural and
social environment (including the previously mentioned UNESCO
Creative City of Media Arts project) is the new Department (currently
under development) dedicated to the field of media art. In addition
to the development and support of new media and digital art
projects, its mission will be the consolidation of interdisciplinary
convergence between multimedia art, design and architecture, but
also involving other selected scientific fields.

The quality of the teaching process and also the results of artistic
and research activities are strongly influenced by the level

of infrastructure in which they operate and from which they
developed.

with the majority of its teaching activities being conducted

in the building on Watsonova street. However, the physical condition
and the state of the technical equipment of this building still do not
meet the Faculty’s requirements, and therefore structural funds were

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STRUCNA HISTORIA VZDELAVANIA V OBLASTI DIZAINU V KOSICIACH

Historia vzdelavania v oblasti dizajnu na péde Technickej univerzity
v KoSiciach sa zacala pisat v roku 1972, ked profesor Ing. Dr. Jozef
Dirhan, DrSc. na Strojnickej fakulte, vtedajsej Vysokej skole
technickej, zriadil studijné zameranie Priemyselny dizajn. V tej dobe
bola VST KoSice prva a jedina vysoka $kola technického smeru
v byvalom Ceskoslovensku, ktora sa venovala vzdeldvaniu v oblasti
priemyselného dizajnu. Od roku 1978 za&ala VST, v spolupréaci
s Institutom priemyselného dizajnu Praha a s rezortnymi
federalnymi ministerstvami, organizovat celostatne postgradualne
Studium pod ndzvom Organizéacia a riadenie dizajnu v strojarstve.
Tieto denné a postgradualne formy vzdelavania v oblasti dizajnu
sa postupne zdokonalovali a od roku 1988 sa na Strojnickej fakulte
VST zadalo zabezpedovat uz 6-roéné tzv. medziodborové $tiudium
priemyselného dizajnu, ktorého sucastou boli talentové prijimacie
skusky. Absolventi tychto foriem studia dizajnu posobili na roznych
postoch vyvoja vyrobkov, v obchodno-technickych sluzbach
a vo vzdelavacich institlciach, kde vyuzivali svoje vzdelanie
z oblasti dizajnu, nadobudnuté v Kosiciach. Po spolo¢enskych
zmenéch v byvalom Ceskoslovensku bola v roku 1990 na SjF VST
v Kosiciach zriadena samostatna Katedra dizajnu, a zaroven bol
na fakulte zriadeny aj samostatny Studijny odbor Priemyselny
dizajn.

Nasledkom vykonanych zmien sa
stalo Studium zamerania Priemyselny dizajn na SjF TU v Kosiciach
dost naro¢né, najma pre studentov so slabsim prirodovednym
zadkladom zo strednych umeleckopriemyselnych skél.

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BRIEF HISTORY OF DESIGN EDUCATION IN KOSICE

The history of design education at the Technical University

of KoSice (TUKE) dates back to 1972 when prof. Ing. Dr. Jozef

Dirhan, DrSc. introduced the study specialization of Industrial
Design at the Faculty of Mechanical Engineering at the Technical
College of Kosice (the institution from which TUKE would later

be formed). At this time, the Technical College of Kosice was

the first and only technically-focused college in the former
Czechoslovakia offering education in industrial design. From 1978,
in cooperation with the Institute of Industrial Design in Prague
and competent federal ministries, the Technical College developed
a nationwide program of postgraduate studies under the title

of the Organization and Management of Design in Engineering.
These fulltime and postgraduate forms of studies in design
continued to be refined over time, and from 1988 the Faculty

of Mechanical Engineering began to offer 6-year courses

of interdisciplinary studies in Industrial Design to which applicants
were only accepted after demonstrating their talent in admission
exams. Graduates from these types of courses have gone

on to a wide range of different positions in product development
and technical and commercial services and to higher education
institutions, where they have made full use of the education

they gained during their studies in Kosice. In the years following
the Velvet Revolution in Czechoslovakia, a separate Department

of Design was established in the Faculty of Mechanical Engineering
in 1990, and the Faculty also instituted Industrial Design as

a distinct study program at this time. the main driving force behind
the creation of the Department of Design was Mgr. art. Tadeusz
Blonski, a graduate in Industrial Design from the Academy of Fine
Arts in Krakow who had been based in KoSice since 1974 and who
would go on to become the first Head of Department. However,
due to a lack of sufficiently qualified academic staff, in 1994

the study program was downgraded to a study specialisation
existing within the accredited study program titled Production
Machines and Equipment. As a result, the study program underwent
many changes from the 1994/95 academic year onwards; changes
were also made to the management of the Department, with

doc. Ing. Jaroslav Jarema, CSc becoming Head of Department.
One further result of these changes was that the study

in the specialization of Industrial Design became particularly
demanding, especially for students from arts and crafts schools
who lacked the educational background in sciences necessary

for mastering the wider theoretical basis required in the more
engineering-focused study program.

AJ JEJ POSTUPNE BUDOVANIE

V rokoch 2005—2006 bola na Slovensku vytvorena priazniva
atmosféra pre rozsirovanie vysokych skol. V tejto atmosfére bola

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A significant role was played in the development
of the program of the Department of Design in the Faculty
of Arts at TUKE by the Department’s partnership with Slovak and
foreign higher educational institutions. In addition to its own
experience, the expertise and experience in design education
which the Department of Design in the Faculty of Arts at TUKE
gained through its partnership with Slovak and foreign educational
institutions and universities was of immense importance
in the development of the program of the Department. Of particular
benefit in this respect was the cooperation with the Zlin-based
Studio of Machine and Instrument Design of the Academy of Arts,
Architecture and Design in Prague, the Academy of Fine Arts and
Design in Bratislava, the Faculty of Architecture at the Slovak
University of Technology in Bratislava, the Technical University
in Zvolen and the Academy of Fine Arts in Krakow. However,
a special place is reserved for the extremely fruitful collaboration
with the University of Wuppertal, Germany (Bergische Universitat
Wauppertal) in the field of design since 1984, primarily due
to the efforts of Professor Siegfried Maser whose contributions
to design education and the cooperation between the twin
cities of KoSice and Wuppertal was recognised by TUKE with
the award of an honorary doctorate in 1991. Since its establishment,
the Department of Design has developed extensive professional
ties with the Slovak Design Centre in Bratislava, the Slovak Technical
Museum in Kosice and also with many industrial companies.
the Department has organized a wide range of professional
seminars and exhibitions in Slovakia, a solo exhibition
in the National Technical Museum in Prague and in Wuppertal, and
regularly participated in design competitions both in Slovakia and
abroad, for example at the International Biennial Design Festival
in Saint-Etienne, France. the Department of Design was awarded
the National Prize for Design in 1996 for its extensive activities
in promoting design.

ESTABLISHMENT OF THE FACULTY OF APPLIED ARTS AT TUKE IN 1998

AND ITS SUBSEQUENT DEVELOPMENT

The years of 2005 and 2006 saw the emergence of favourable
conditions for the expansion of higher education in Slovakia.

In this atmosphere, the Academy of Arts in Banska Bystrica was
established in 2006, and preparations for the formation of an
independent arts faculty in KoSice began to gather pace. the main
actors in this process were the faculty staff of the Department

of Design in the Faculty of Mechanical Engineering at TUKE

(doc. Ing. Jaroslav Jarema, CSc., Ing. Dudan Such, PhD.,,



dna 17.

faculty within the framework of TUKE encompassing the study

of architecture, design and fine arts. the meeting was personally

chaired by Ing. Rudolf Schuster, CSc., the then Mayor of Kosice who

would later become President of the Slovak Republic.
The decision of the Ministry of Education to support

the establishment of a new faculty at TUKE was justified as follows:

— the existing Department of Design at the Faculty
of Mechanical Engineering and the Department
of Architecture at the Faculty of Civil Engineering can form
the basis of the future faculty,

—  theinfrastructure of TUKE would be enriched through
the establishment of new study programs which had hitherto
been lacking in East Slovakia,

— there was the clear need for a humanities-based element
in the range of studies offered at TUKE,

— the quality material, technical, research and personnel
resources at TUKE would support the establishment of a new
faculty,

— the establishment of an arts faculty at a technical university
would be in line with the worldwide trend towards

— Department of Design

— Department of Architecture

— Department of Fine Arts

Once established, the faculty would be expected to have

a student body of approximately 240 students in the following

subjects:

— Design (industrial design, graphic design) 60—80 students,

— Architecture 60-80 students,

— Fine Arts (sculpture, painting, drawing, photography, film,
restoration of paintings and sculpture) 60—80 students.

At its meeting on 22" November 1996, the Rector’s Council
approved the proposal for the establishment of the Faculty

of Applied Arts at TUKE (as the Faculty was initially called)

and the decision to incorporate the Department of Design

in the Faculty of Mechanical Engineering and the Department

of Architecture in the Faculty of Civil Engineering into the structure

of the new Faculty providing that the financial requirements and

need for premises had been met by the Ministry of Education

and the city authorities of KosSice, respectively. At the same

time, the Council stipulated that the Department of Design

and the Department of Architecture should ensure continued

education in the existing specializations in Industrial Design

in the Faculty of Mechanical Engineering and in the Faculty

of Civil Engineering respectively according to the approved study

programs until previously registered students had completed their

course of study. the two Departments would also teach subjects

in the field of Design and Architecture for undergraduates in their

respective Faculties. the project was submitted to the Ministry

of Education on 27t November 1998. With regard to the further

development of the situation concerning the establishment

of new art institutions in Slovakia, representatives of TUKE, the city

of KoSice, the Kosice regional authorities and the private sector

initiated numerous meetings with representatives of the Slovak

On the basis of a request
from the Higher Education Section of the Ministry of Education,
the Accreditation Commission of the advisory body to the Slovak
Government formed a working group chaired by prof. Ing. arch. Filipa
Trnkusa, PhD from the Faculty of Architecture at the Slovak University
of Technology in Bratislava. At a session held in Kosice on 23" April
1998, the working group assessed the project for the establishment
of the Faculty of Applied Arts at TUKE on the basis of the content
of its submitted study programs and of the proposed teaching staff.
At a meeting of the Accreditation Commission held in KoCovce on
27t May 1998, the Commission discussed the report of the working
group and reached a positive conclusion on the project to establish
the Faculty of Applied Arts at TUKE thereby allowing the Faculty
to begin its teaching activities and conduct state examinations
for bachelor studies (in Design, Architecture and Fine Arts) and for
master’s studies (in Fine Arts).

On the basis of the Ministry of Education’s assent
to the establishment of the Faculty of Applied Arts,
the administrators at TUKE decided to proceed with the approval
process. Following the initiative of the Rector, the Academic
Senate approved the establishment of the Faculty of Applied Arts
(FUU) as the eighth Faculty of the Technical University of KoSice
at a meeting on 29t September 1998. the Rector’s original proposal
to formally establish the new faculty on 15t October 1998 was not
however accepted by the Academic Senate. Only after the vigorous
intervention of the Rector, Dr. h.c. Doc. Ing. Milo§ Somora, CSc., did
the Academic Senate approve a new proposal that the Faculty be
formally established on 2" October 1998. In agreement with this
decision, the Faculty of Applied Arts at TUKE was established by
the Rector with the following departments:
— Department of Design

(Head of Department: doc. Ing. Jaroslav Jarema, CSc.)
— Department of Architecture

(Head of Department: doc. Ing. arch. Peter Pasztor)
— Department of Fine Arts

(Head of Department: prof. Juraj Bartusz, akad. soch.)
— Office of the Dean of the Faculty of Applied Arts at TUKE

(Faculty Secretary: Ing. Koloman Urban).

doc. Ing. Jaroslav Jarema, CSc. was nhominated as the statutory
representative of the Faculty.

On 31t December 1998, 31 employees were in post at the Faculty,
23 of whom were academic staff. As a result of adjustments
to the budget at the end of 1998, the Ministry of Education
granted the Faculty 1,000,000 Sk for salary expenses and 300,000

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Sk for running expenses, which was used for the material
establishment of the Departments and Dean's Office of the Faculty.
Despite the commitments which had been made by the city
authorities of KoSice, the Faculty did not obtain the separate
premises which it had been promised, and the Faculty instead
used existing facilities of the Department of Design at Gresakova
6 for its activities, with the newly formed Department of Fine
Arts moving into this building. the Department of Architecture
was located in the buildings of the Faculty of Civil Engineering
at Vysokoskolska 4, while the Office of the Dean of the Faculty
obtained offices on the first floor of the TUKE Main Building at Letna
9 where it remains to this day. Students of Design and Architecture
continued to be taught at the existing studios of these two
Departments; the design studios were located on Mojmirova street
and the architectural studios at Vysokoskolska 4. It was only in 2001
that the Faculty obtained separate premises for its activities,
inheriting the former buildings of the Faculty of Civil Engineering
at Watsonova 4.

From 26 January to 12t" February 1999, the Faculty
of Applied Arts conducted its first talent-based admission
process for prospective students of Design, Architecture and
Fine Arts. From the original 640 registered applicants, 470 passed
the admission process. the board for studies recommended
18 students for the study program in Fine Arts (6 students each
for Painting, Drawing and Sculpture, respectively), 15 students
for study at the Department of Design a further 15 students
for study at the Department of Architecture. the sum
of 223,000 Sk obtained by the Faculty from the application fees
of prospective students was fully used in order to cover costs
incurred in organizing the admission process and setting up
the Faculty Departments. On 15% February 1999, the Academic
Senate of TUKE approved the statute of the Faculty of Applied
Arts with all appendices. On 22" February 1999, the first day
of the summer semester of the 1998/99 academic year, and
with the agreement of prof. Ing. Frantisek Trebura, CSc., Dean
of the Faculty of Mechanical Engineering, 20 first year students and
16 second year students studying Industrial Design in the Faculty
of Mechanical Engineering formally transferred to the Department
of Design in the Faculty of Applied Arts, thereby creating a student
community at the new Faculty. In accordance with the approved
statute, 7 members of the faculty staff of the Faculty were
appointed to the Academic Senate of the Faculty of Applied
Arts, which at its constituent meeting on 8% March 1999 elected
doc.

Dr. Ing. arch. Jan Krcho, CSc. was appointed to the position

Dudan Such, CSc. was appointed Vice-Dean for Education and
Informatics. On 20t May 1999 the Dean of FUU appointed a twelve
member Scientific and Artistic Council with doc. Ing. Jaroslav
Jarema, CSc. as chair and Dr. Ing. arch. Jan Krcho, CSc. as vice-
-chair. the internal members of the council were prof. Juraj Bartusz,
akad. soch., doc. Mgr. art. Tadeusz Blonski, doc. Ing. arch. Juraj
Koban, doc.

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In the TUKE budget for 1999, the Faculty of Applied Arts was
allocated 3,703,000 Sk to cover salary expenses and 650,000 Sk
for running expenses. the Faculty also received funding directly
from the Ministry of Education to the sum of 800,000 Sk for
running expenses associated with the adaptation of premises
for the new Faculty and received an additional 2,000,000 Sk for
capital investment. Despite the complicated economic situation
in Slovakia into which the Faculty of Applied Arts was born, its
task of introducing a more humanistic aspect to the Technical
University in KoSice and the hope of encouraging a new generation
of creative artists, designers and architects in East Slovakia was
already beginning to bear fruit within its first year of existence.
On 20t September 1999, the inauguration ceremony for the new
Faculty and its first Dean was held in the historic setting of County
Hall, the current home of the East Slovak Gallery.

ACCREDITATION OF STUDY PROGRAMS AT FU TUKE

AND ITS SUBSEQUENT IMPLEMENTATION

Among the most significant moments of the early development

of the Faculty of Applied Arts at TUKE was the first successful
evaluation of the Faculty in 2000. In line with the national evaluation
of all higher education institutions in Slovakia, the Accreditation
Commission of the Slovak Government rated the Faculty

as a Group B institution, thereby ranking it together with other
standard faculties. On the basis of this rating, the Faculty

gained the right to conduct state examinations for both

bachelor’s and master’s degrees in its Design, Architecture and

Fine Arts study programs. As a result, the Faculty celebrated its first
graduation ceremony on 6t July 2001 in which 14 students were
awarded bachelor’s degrees in Design, 8 of whom would continue
with their master’s studies. the official renaming of the Faculty

as the Faculty of Arts at TUKE (FU TUKE) in the 2001/02 academic
year brought the first stages of the development of the Faculty

to a symbolic close. In 2003, students completed the first

master’s program at the Faculty of Arts, being awarded Master

of Arts degrees in Design from FU TUKE.

From the 2001/02 academic year, the Faculty of Arts at TUKE
introduced a new organizational model of teaching which offers
students greater opportunity to tailor their educational experience
to their expectations and professional goals. Study programs
within specific studios were supplemented by sets of required and
elective courses which are taken jointly by all Faculty students.
These changes were intended to create an open environment
which would nurture the mutual creative inspiration of Faculty

students and allow them to develop team building skills in the fields
of their chosen professions while also comprehensively addressing
the material and spiritual issues of contemporary society. In 2004,
the Faculty of Arts successfully underwent further accreditation
and was authorized to offer bachelor’'s and master’s study programs
in Design and Free Fine Arts (awarding the title of Mgr. art.) and
in Architecture and Urbanism (awarding the title of Ing. arch.).

Throughout the short period of its existence, the Faculty of Arts
at TUKE has made a significant impression through its scientific
and artistic activities both at home and abroad. A considerable
contribution to this has been made by the regular exhibitions
of the work of both students and faculty staff in galleries and
museums in Kosice, Bratislava and other towns in Slovakia, and
also in foreign cities including Prague, Budapest, Krakow, Katowice
and Wuppertal. Since its inception, the Faculty has also focused
on creating conditions which would allow students to participate
in student exchange programs in foreign countries, primarily through
the ERASMUS program. Every year, approximately 20—25 students
from the Faculty study at partner universities in Germany, Austria,
Italy, France, Poland, Hungary, Portugal, Great Britain and the Czech
Republic. Metal Inspirations, a series of international workshops
organised by the Department of Design at FU TUKE in cooperation
with U.S.Steel v KoSice have also been the focus of great interest
among partner universities across the EU.

The convergence of art and technology to which we
in the developed world have born witness in recent years is a process
which cannot be ignored. With the establishment of a faculty
of arts in KoSice twenty years ago, the foundations were laid for
the prestigious entry of the Technical University of KoSice into
the new millennium as a modern university providing comprehensive
higher education within the European educational sphere.
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Tradicia vysokého Skolstva na Slovensku nema v novodobych
dejinach Slovenska prili$ dlhi tradiciu. Nechcem sa vracat prilis
do minulosti, ale snad je potrebné pri tejto prilezitosti aspon
spomenut Kosicku univerzitu (Universitas Cassoviensis), ktora bola
zaloZena v Kosiciach v roku 1657 jagerskym biskupom Bendiktom
Kisdym. Jej nastupkyna, Pravnicka akadémia, bola zrusené po vzniku
I. Ceskoslovenskej republiky v r. 1921. Pre vznik dne&nej Technickej
univerzity v KosSiciach je vSak este dolezitejsia slavna Banska
akadémia v Banskej Stiavnici, ktoré vznikla v r. 1763 a bola prvou
banskou skolou v Eurépe a najstarSou technickou skolou na svete.
Hrdo sa hlasime k tymto tradiciam.

V rdmci medzivojnového Ceskoslovenska sa systém vysokého
Skolstva v oblasti technickych vied na Slovensku zacal riesit az
takmer 20 rokov po jeho vzniku. Zzarodky technického vysokého
Skolstva v Kosiciach siahaju do roku 1937, ked bola zriaden3, ako
prva na Slovensku, Statna vysoka $kola technicka Dr. Milana
Rastislava Steféanika v Ko$iciach. Na tento u&el mali byt vyuzité
objekty vystavného arealu jubilejnej vystavy 20 rokov zalozenia CSR,
ktoré boli vystavané v r. 1938 na vtedy nezastavanych pozemkoch
severne od mesta (objekty tohto arealu, ktorého autormi bola
skupina ¢eskych a koSickych architektov — Miroslav Kopfriva, Rudolf
Brebta, Ludovit Oelschléager, Ernest Friedmann, Vojtech Sipos
a Emil Gottesmann, tvoria aj dnes kostru nasho univerzitného
campusu). S vyuc¢ovanim sa malo zacat uz v skolskom roku 1938/39,
no predvojnové udalosti po Viedenskej arbitrazi prindtili prestahovat
Skolu najskér do Presova, potom do Martina a napokon do Bratislavy,
kde pokracovala ako Slovenska vysoka skola technicka.

Ku skutoénému zrodu Vysokej $koly technickej v Kosiciach
doslo v roku 1952, ked bola zriadena s tromi fakultami, a to Fakultou
tazkého strojarenstva, Banickou a Hutnickou fakultou. Neskor
pribudla Elektrotechnickéa a Stavebné fakulta. V r. 1991 bola VST
premenovana na Technicku univerzitu, na ktorej boli postupne
vytvorené dalsie fakulty — Fakulta vyrobnych technolégii so sidlom
v PreSove a Ekonomicka fakulta, ¢im univerzita opustila ramec
rydzo technickych disciplin. Ako 6sma fakulta v poradi bola v r. 1998
zalozena predchodkyna nasej Fakulty umeni — Fakulta Uzitkovych
umeni. K zmene nazvu nasej fakulty doslo relativne kratko
po jej zalozeni v roku 2001. Odvtedy pribudla na TUKE uz len jedna
fakulta — deviata, a to Letecka.

Otéazka vzdelavania architektov na vychodnom Slovensku
bola celkom opravnenou témou minimalne od ¢ias konstituovania
VST. Ved Kosice maju za sebou GZasnu kultirnu minulost, ktorej
organickou sucastou je aj architektura. Samotné historické
mesto je architektonickym skvostom, jedine¢nym a velmi
svojraznym architektonickym stborom, ktory je dnes so svojimi

The tradition of higher education in the modern history of Slovakia
is not particularly long-lived. Without wishing to dwell too much
on the past, it is nonetheless worth mentioning Kosice University
(Universitas Cassoviensis) which was founded in KoSice by

the Bishop of Eger, Benedict Kisdy, in 1657. Its successor, the Law
Academy, would finally be closed in 1921 shortly after the creation
of the First Czechoslovak Republic. the creation of the modern-
-day Technical University of Kosice was, however, more influenced
by the famed Academy of Mining in Banska Stiavnica which was
founded in 1763 as the first mining school in Europe and the oldest
technical school in the world. It is with pride that we continue this
tradition.

In the interwar Czechoslovak Republic, the issue of higher
education in technical sciences in Slovakia only began to be
addressed almost twenty years after the establishment
of the republic. the roots of technical higher education in KoSice can
be traced back to the founding of the Dr. Milan Rastislav Stefanik
State Technical College in 1937, the first institution of its kind
in Slovakia. the College was intended to be located on the grounds
of the exhibition complex of the Jubilee Exhibition commemorating
the 20t anniversary of the establishment of the Czechoslovak
Republic which had been built on undeveloped land in the north
of Kosice in 1938. the buildings of the Exhibition complex, designed
by a group of prominent Kosice and Czech architects including
Miroslav Kopftiva, Rudolf Brebta, Ludovit Oelschlager, Ernest
Friedmann, Vojtech Sipos and Emil Gottesmann, still form the core
of the campus of TUKE. Teaching activities at the State Technical
College were due to start in the 1938/39 academic year, but when
the city of KosSice was annexed to Hungary following the Vienna
Arbitration in 1938, the College was forced to move first to PreSov,
then to Martin and finally to Bratislava where it continued as
the Slovak Technical College.

The real genesis of the Technical College in Kosice came
in 1952 when the institution was established with three faculties;
the Faculties of Heavy Engineering, Mining and Metallurgy, with
a further two further faculties, the Faculties of Electrical Engineering
and Civil Engineering, being formed thereafter. In 1991 the Technical
College (VST) was renamed as the Technical University of Ko$ice
(TUKE) and this was followed by the formation of the Presov-based
Faculty of Manufacturing Technologies and the Faculty of Economics
with which the university widened the scope of its academic
activities beyond a purely technical focus. In 1998, the forerunner
of our faculty, the Faculty of Applied Arts, was created as the eighth
faculty at TUKE, receiving its current name of the Faculty of Arts
shortly afterwards in 2001. TUKE later added a ninth faculty

Uz pri vzniku Stavebnej fakulty v r. 1977, ktorej nosnym
pracoviskom bola Katedra konstrukcii pozemného stavitelstva,
stali na jej Cele na pociatku architekti, z ktorych treba spomenut
predovsetkym prof. Aladara Buzika a prof. Viktora Malinovského st.,
ktori sa nikdy netajili svojimi ambiciami vytvorit v KoSiciach,
popri vychove stavebnych inZinierov, vzdelavanie aj v samostatnom

to the university structure with the creation of the Faculty
of Aeronautics in 2005.

The issue of architectural education in East Slovakia had
been the legitimate topic of discussion from as far back as
the establishment of the Technical College. As is well known, KoSice
has a rich cultural history with architecture forming a natural
component of this heritage. the historic city itself is an architectural
treasure trove, boasting a unique and highly distinctive architectural
ensemble which consists of over 500 officially listed historic
buildings, currently representing the largest urban area of historic
interest in Slovakia. the high quality of KoSice’s architectural
heritage is a product of the city’s own rich cultural environment,
but many well-known or less well-known architects and designers
have also left their indelible mark on the fabric of the city, including
such outstanding individuals as Adolf Lang, Jan Langer, Michal
and Julius Répaszky, Arpad, Peter and Gejza Jakab, Imre Steind],
Frigyes Schulek, Gyula Partos, Dénes Gyodrgyi, Lajos Kozma, Gyorgy
Kopeczek, Vojtech Sipos, Ludovit Oelschlager, Ernest Friedmann,
Béla Gerster, and also Bohumir Kozak, Rudolf Brebta, Miroslav
Kopftiva and Josef Polasek. It should also be born in mind that more
than 70 % of Slovakia’s cultural monuments are found in the region
of East Slovakia! When we take these exceptional qualities into
consideration, we can only share the conviction of previous
generations of architects that a higher education institution with
an architectural focus truly belongs in KosSice, above all one whose
graduates would be able to follow in the footsteps of their worthy
predecessors.

Even when the Faculty of Civil Engineering with its key
Department of Civil Engineering Construction was established
in 1977, it was led by architects, the most notable of whom were
prof. Aladar Buzik a prof. Viktor Malinovsky Sr. However, these
architects never hid their ambition to complement the education
of civil engineers with a separate study program in architecture.
the Faculty of Civil Engineering in KoSice emerged at a time
in which the system of architectural education in Slovakia had
undergone a similar evolution at the Slovak Technical College (SV3T)
in Bratislava; from the initial creation of the Faculty of Architecture
and Building Engineering through a six-year study program
in architecture and construction at the Faculty of Civil Engineering
(the alumni of which includes the present author), to a separate
Faculty of Architecture which was founded at SVST, itself later
renamed as the Slovak University of Technology in Bratislava.
Nonetheless, the hopes of establishing the study of architecture
within the framework of the Faculty of Civil Engineering in Kosice
remained unfulfilled for this particular generation of architects.



Studijnom odbore architektura. Vznik Stavebnej fakulty v KoSiciach
spadéa do obdobia, ked systém vzdelavania architektov

Otvorenie hranic na Zapad a nové moznosti uplatnenia sa v profesii
sposobili v tom obdobi vazne problémy s odlivom pedagogickych
pracovnikov na celom Slovensku, Specialne véak v Bratislave, a teda
aj na Slovenskej vysokej skole technickej v Bratislave, nevynimajuc jej
Fakultu architektury. V tom obdobi pracovala v Kosiciach a v PreSove
uz relativne pocetna skupina architektov mladsej a strednej generacie
(absolventov prevazne bratislavskych $kdl FA, resp. SVF SVST, resp.
VSVU) priblizne z rokov 1970—1985, z ktorych niektori uz pésobili
na Katedre konstrukcii pozemného stavitelstva Stavebnej fakulty
v Kosiciach pri zabezpecovani vyucby architektonickych a umeleckych
predmetov. Z nich by som spomenul predovsetkym architektku
Adrianu PriatkovU, ktora bola v tom ¢ase na tejto katedre veduicou
oddelenia architektury, Edvina Bendic¢aka, Kamilu Bob¢akovu, Dorisu
Martiniovy, Katarinu Sandor&inovd.

V tom case hral vSak vyznamnu Ulohu v architektonickom Zivote
Kosic aj Klub architektov a vytvarnych umelcov, na ktorého péde doslo
uz v obdobi tesne po revolucii k prvym stretnutiam architektov, kde
sa zacali formovat kontury novej skoly architektlry na vychodnom
Slovensku.
Vyznamnu Ulohu v tychto diskusiach zohrali najma
architekti: Luboslava Cehelsk3, Martin Drahovsky, Jozef Fabian,
Juraj Koban, Dezider Kovacs, Jan Krcho, Stefan Pacak, Peter Pasztor,
Peter Poradovsky, Stefan Zahatfansky a Jozef Ziaran. Velky vyznam
pre nas mala v tom obdobi aj podpora zvonku, predovsetkym od

The idea was revived in the years following the Velvet
Revolution in 1989. the opening of borders to the West and
the teaching opportunities abroad which this presented for
Slovak academics led to an exodus of teaching staff from Slovak
universities. the serious staffing shortages which this caused were
particularly marked in Bratislava, affecting also the Slovak Technical
College (SVST) and its Faculty of Architecture. At this time, Ko$ice
and PreSov were home to a sizable group of younger architects who
had mostly graduated from educational institutions in Bratislava,
i.e. the Faculty of Architecture or the Faculty of Civil Engineering
at SVST or VSVU between 1970 and 1985, some of whom were now
teaching architectural and artistic subjects at the Department
of Civil Engineering Construction in the Faculty of Civil Engineering
in Kosice. Among the most prominent members of this group were
the architect Adriana Priatkova, who was head of the Architecture
Section of the Department at the time, Edvin Bendic¢ak, Kamila
Bob&akova, Dorisa Martiniova and Katarina Sandoréinova. the author
was also an external member of the Faculty at this time, as were
many other of his colleagues from the present-day Department
of Architecture.

A particularly significant role in the architectural life of KoSice
was also played in this period by the Club of Architects and
Visual Artists which served as fertile ground for the first meetings
of architects in the years immediately following the Velvet
Revolution in which the contours of a new school of architecture
in East Slovakia were first formulated.

Architects played a critical role in these discussions: Luboslava
Cehelskd, Martin Drahovsky, Jozef Fabian, Juraj Koban, Dezider
Kovacs, Jan Krcho, Stefan Pacak, Peter Pasztor, Peter Poradovsky;,
Stefan Zahatfansky and Jozef Ziaran. External support was also
of great importance to us, primarily from professional bodies such
as the Slovak Architects Association and later the Slovak Chamber
of Architects and from leading figures in architecture such as Ivan
Gurtler, Stefan Slachta, Robert Spaéek, and also Imre Makovecz from
Hungary and Krzysztof Chwalibég from Poland. However, the crucial
factor was the support which we received from the then Dean
of the Faculty of Civil Engineering, doc. Ing. Ludovita Nada, CSc.,
who aided us enormously with the creation of a new specialization
in Architecture within the 5-year study program in Civil Engineering
Construction in 1992. In 1996 a separate Department of Architecture
was created at the Faculty of Civil Engineering and teaching
in this specialization continued at the Faculty until 2007. It should
also be noted that even after the formation of the Faculty of Arts,
the core of the teaching program continued to be provided by our
Department of Architecture.

Za rektorovania
doc. MiloSa Somoru sa
vSak situacia obratila a 2. 10. 1998 doslo predsa len k zaloZeniu Fakulty
uzitkovych umeni (v roku 2001 premenovanej na Fakultu umeni),
ako 6smej fakulty TUKE s tromi katedrami — Architektury, Dizajnu
a Vytvarnych umeni. Prvym dekanom sa stal doc. Jarema.

Vyuéba zadala v akademickom roku 1999/2000. Studijny program
Architektlra a urbanizmus bol uz v tom obdobi koncipovany ako
dvojstupniové studium — so Stvorro¢nym bakalarskym a s dvojroénym
inZinierskym stupriom.

During the creation of the Department of Architecture
at the Faculty of Civil Engineering, we were already cooperating
with the Department of Design at the Faculty of Mechanical
Engineering led by Ing. Jaroslav Jarema, CSc. In developing
the concept of a new institution, a Faculty of Applied Arts, under
the direction of the then Rector of TUKE, prof. Karol Fléridn, and with
the support of the then Mayor of KosSice, Rudolf Schuster. In tandem
with the planned separation of the Departments of Design and
Architecture from their respective Faculties, the possible formation
of a new Department of Fine Arts also came into consideration
at this time, largely at the instigation of prof. Juraj Bartusz, the then
head of the Studio of Free Creativity at the Academy of Fine Arts
and Design in Bratislava. Nevertheless, the Ministry of Education
ultimately decided to give priority to the formation of the Academy
of Arts in Banska Bystrica in 1996.

However, with the rectorship of doc. Milo§ Somora
the situation was reversed with the result that on 2" October 1998
the Faculty of Applied Arts (renamed the Faculty of Arts in 2001)
was established as the eight faculty at TUKE. the Faculty was
formed from three Departments: Architecture, Design and Fine Arts.
Doc. Jarema was appointed as the first Dean of the newly formed
Faculty.

The Department commenced its teaching activities
in the 1999/2000 academic year. the Architecture and Urbanism study
program had already been conceived as a two-stage study program
consisting of a four-year bachelor and a two-year master’s program.
the program retains this structure today and is compatible with
the systems of architectural education in the overwhelming
majority of European Union countries.

The Faculty awarded its first bachelor’s degrees in 2003, and
the first master’s degrees (with the title Ing. arch.) were awarded
in 2005. the Department accepts an average of 16 students to its
bachelor program every year, although the number of applicants
in some years can be as many as 6—10 times higher. Approximately
10—12 students are admitted to the master’s program every year,
the majority of whom are graduates of the Department’s bachelor
program. Over the course of sixteen years, a total of 196 students
have graduated from the bachelor’s program, and 141 graduates
have successfully completed the master’s program in the fourteen
years since the award of the first master’s degrees. In national
terms and also in comparison with the student body at TUKE which
in the period concerned has numbered between 9,000 and 16,000,
this figure might appear negligible. However, we try not to get lost
in the “crowd™ and aim to stand out as one of the most conspicuous
Faculties of the University. We place great emphasis on adopting

mesto kultlry 2013 KoSice, resp. UNESCO Creative City of Media Arts

v roku 2017.

Na katedre si velmi dobre uvedomujeme, Ze napriek tomu,
ze profesia architekta patri v Eurépskej unii k chrdnenym povolaniam
(spolu s medicinou a pravom), kde sa vyzaduje nielen vzdelanie, ale
aj autorizacia, ktorej udelovanie, resp. odoberanie riadi prislusna
stavovska organizacia — v nasom pripade Slovenska komora
architektov. Z faktu autorizacie vyplyva osobna zodpovednost
architekta za vysledok jeho prace — nielen vodi klientovi, ale aj voci
spoloc¢nosti a prostrediu, do ktorého vstupuje. Eurépska Unia nam
uz pred patnastimi rokmi predostrela svoju bielu knihu o architekture
a z nej vyplyvajuce kritéria architektonickej politiky, uvedomujuc si,
aky rozhodujuci vplyv na kvalitu Zivota ma hmotné kultlrne prostredie.
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a personal approach to students and we strive to offer tuition from
working architects with practical professional experience and,
if possible, with an authorisation. Our ultimate aim is to ensure
education of the highest possible level, and therefore increasing
the number of our students is not our highest priority.

One positive result of our efforts is that our study program
is not only accredited within the framework of the Slovak system
of higher education, but that it is also validated according
to the European Parliament and Council Directive 2005/36/EC which
means that our awarded qualifications are recognised throughout
the territory of the European Union.

However, we cannot consider the process of building
our Department as complete as we have not yet gained
accreditation for the third level of studies: doctorate studies.
Similarly, the conditions have not yet been created which would
allow the Faculty to perform habilitation and the inauguration
of professors in Architecture and Urbanism.

The basic teaching units in our Department are the four
equal vertical studios, each of which is closely identified with
the individuals which lead them: Karol Gregor, Juraj Koban, Peter
Pasztor and Stefan Zahatfansky. the core of the teaching staff has
a professional background, being comprised primarily of architects
authorised by the Slovak Chamber of Architects, which ensures
a strong interconnection between our teaching and contemporary
architectural practice. Indeed, several successful graduates of our
study programs are currently involved in teaching activities within
our Department.

The research activities of our Department cover three
main fields: ecology and sustainability in architecture (the use
of renewable energy sources and natural materials), special and
cultural identity (in both urban and architectural dimensions) and
the architecture of Kosice and the East Slovak region in the 20t and
21t centuries (with overlap in other Central European countries).
Recent years have seen a sharp rise in the research activities
of the staff of our Department in fields connected with the projects
of Kosice — European Capital of Culture 2013 and UNESCO Creative
City of Media Arts in 2017.

We at the Department are well aware of the fact that
the profession of architect remains, together with medicine
and law, a regulated profession in which not only an educational
qualification but also statutory authorization is required before
architects can practise their craft. This authorization is granted
(and revoked) by relevant professional organizations, and in the case
of Slovak architecture this role is performed by the Slovak Chamber
of Architects. From this authorization follows the personal liability

Pomylené postavenie architekta v nasej spolo¢nosti je
dedi¢stvom predchadzajuceho spoloc¢enského systému, novy
systém vsak toto postavenie vobec nevylepsil. Jedinym spbsobom
ako v takejto spolocenskej klime nadchnut posluchacov pre tuto
profesiu je vytvaranie vlastnych pozitivnych prikladov — kvalitnych
architektonickych realizacii.

of architects for the results of his or her work; not only to their
clients but also to the wider society and to the environment

in which their work manifests itself. As far back as fifteen years

ago, the European Union issued a white paper on architecture
outlining recommended criteria for architectural policy, recognizing
the decisive impact which the built environment has on our quality
of life. None of the governments of this period have even started

to engage seriously with these rules in any meaningful way despite
the fact that the Slovak Chamber of Architects has developed
them into clear and coherent sets of rules in the fields of education,
construction law, environmental protection, the preservation

of historic buildings, and many others.

I remain convinced that a comprehensive formulation of these
principles within the Slovak context in the form of an architectural
policy for Slovakia and the adoption of such a policy proposal
by the government would help to define the status of architecture
and architects themselves in our society. Such a development
would undoubtedly also help to determine the future direction
of the development of architectural education. Furthermore,
it would also serve to eliminate a number of unwelcome trends
in our universities, for example the issue of different faculties within
the same university offering architectural education or the creation
of study programs in subjects such as urbanism and town planning
which lack any basis in European legislation. And perhaps we
could even see architects as urban planners afforded a fitting level
of status and responsibility which would allow them to act as
the ultimate overseers of the planning development of a region,

a city or a municipality...

The misunderstood status of the architect in our society
is an inheritance from the former social system which the new
system has done little to rectify. the only way to inspire our
prospective students to this profession in such a social climate is
by creating our own positive examples: impressive and high-quality
architectural projects. And it is here that I see the main strength
of our Department; we have succeeded in gathering together
the outstanding architectural figures of our region. I strongly believe
that despite the continuing denigration of the role of architects
in society, the coming years will see the emergence of a group
of successful alumni of whom it will be said that, although
they were not the largest, they were undoubtedly the finest set
of graduates from any Kosice school! Such are our ambitions, and
such are our goals!

Once the Faculty of Arts at the Technical University of Kosice
(TUKE) had established and consolidated its academic processes
and study programs, from 2004 the Faculty dedicated itself to its
important mission: the cultural and personal expansion into
the environment in which it is based. From 2007, the Faculty staff
worked on preparations for KoSice’s nomination of the prestigious
title of “European City of Culture” (later renamed as “European Capital
of Culture™) which has been awarded by the European Commission
and the European Parliament since 1985. Over time this has become
one of the most popular EU projects due to the great interest and
participation of citizens of European nations and the positive
impact of the scheme on the social and economic development
of the chosen cities and their regions. the main aim of the project is
to highlight the role of culture in transforming European cities and
in fostering a European identity. KoSice was the first Slovak city to be
awarded the title of European Capital of Culture, which it shared with
the French city of Marseille-Provence in 2013.

The KosSice — European Capital of Culture 2013 project has
its origins in 2007. Through the work of its students, academic
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po tesnom hlasovani. Jednym z délezitych faktorov bola pritomnost
Fakulty umeni, ako jedinej vysokoskolskej umeleckej vzdelavacej
institucie v regidne.

and the selection panel finally chose Kosice after a close vote.

One of the decisive factors for their decision was the presence

of the Faculty of Arts in KosSice, the only higher education institution
for the creative arts in the region. the rivalry of the selection process
was transformed overnight into cooperation. the selection panel
had strongly recommended exploiting the cultural value of the city
of KoSice and the entire East Slovak region including the innovative
cultural and economic potential of the Kosice/Presov district and

a viable, fully-developed university environment.

The KoSice Interface 2013 project is a project for the long-term
transformation of the city through culture which is aimed at creating
a favourable environment for culture and creativity. the project is built
on four pillars: transformation, dialogue, openness and environmental
dimensions. Terms such as USE the CITY, INTERFACE and
PENTAPOLITANA have gradually entered the everyday conversation
of local citizens.

The backing from personnel and institutions was, is and
continues to be of critical importance for the long-term success
of the project. In addition to the essential support provided by
municipal authorities and cultural institutions, the backing offered
by universities and the private sector is of immense significance.
TUKE and U.S. Steel KoSice stepped in here to assume a natural

69 leadership role in the city. Three important driving forces for ensuring

Podla priestorov, kde sa sformovali zakladné myslienky, sa nazvali
iniciativa W2, ktora na stretnutiach v poslucharni W2 na Watsonovej
ulici €. 4 iniciovala mapovanie a rozvoj spoluprace kulturnych
operatorov nezavislych scén v Kosiciach a v Presove. Iniciativa F13,
ideovo sformovana v poslucharni o poschodie vyssie na tej istej adrese,
pripravila pddu pre spolupracu kultirnych institucii financovanych
z verejnych zdrojov. V zasadacke rektora TUKE pod pracovnym heslom
L9 sa stretli vedlci predstavitelia firiem sikromnej sféry, aby zalozili
Koaliciu 2013+ ako garanta dlhoro¢nej udrzatelnosti projektu EHMK
v Kosiciach. Eurépska komisia v svojej monitorovacej sprave vyznamne
vyzdvihla vytvorenie zaujmového zdruzenia pravnickych oséb Koalicia
2013+, zalozeného na podporu projektu.

Tato akceleracia spoluprace roznych sfér zivota a ekonomiky
mesta sa postupne premietla do aktivit projektového timu
KosSice — Eurdpske hlavné mesto kultiry 2013 s prioritnou fokusaciou
na zdynamizovanie spoluprace subjektov miestnej a regionalnej
samospravy, sukromného sektora a univerzit pri rozvijani
kreativity a kreativnych odvetvi v KoSiciach a v regidne. Projekt
Kosice — Eurdpske hlavné mesto kultury 2013 zaéina uz dnes napiniat
klG¢ovu Ulohu projektu, ktorou je, pod heslom ,Podporujeme kreativitu*,
vytvarat v KoSiciach prostredie vychadzajlce v Ustrety talentovanym
[udom a podporujlce ich tvorivost a rozvoj novych myslienok. Mesto
KosSice tak ziskava novu viziu i perspektivu stat sa mestom kreativity,
prosperity a novej budicnosti pre mladych tvorivych ludi, ktori chcu
ostat zit a pracovat v meste, ktoré je ich domovom a mestom ako
zdrojom talentu, diverzity a ekonomického rastu.

Na projekte od zaciatku vyznamne pracovali a v naslednych
projektoch aj dnes pracuju pracovnici a $tudenti Fakulty umeni.

Na zaciatku v roku 2008 spolocne spracovali zamery investi¢nych
projektov postavenych na transformacii chatrajlcich objektov v meste
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the sustainability of the project came to life on the TUKE grounds,
and were named after the sites in which their basic concepts were
formed. the W2 initiative set in motion the mapping and development
of cooperation among the cultural figures of the independent
scene in KoSice and Presov during a series of meetings held
in the lecture hall of the same name on Watsonova street. the F13
initiative, the ideology of which came together in a lecture hall
one storey higher in the same building, laid the groundwork
for the cooperation of publicly funded cultural institutions.
In the meeting room of the Rector of TUKE, a group of leading
representatives of private sector companies under the working title
of L9 met to establish Koalicia 2013+, an association which was set
up as a guarantor of the long-term sustainability of the ECOC project
in Kosice. the formation of Koalicia 2013+ was specifically praised by
the European Commission in its subsequent monitoring report.

This boost in cooperation between various spheres
of the life and economy of the city gradually began to be reflected
in the activities of the project team of Kosice — European Capital
of Culture 2013 which placed a primary focus on dynamizing
cooperation between local municipalities and regional authorities,
the private sector and universities in the revitalization of creativity
and the creative industries
in KoSice and its region. Even
today, the KoSice — European
Capital of Culture 2013 project
is beginning to fulfil its key role;
under the slogan “We Support
Creativity”, it aims to foster
an environment in KoSice which
opens its arms to talented people
and supports their creativity and
the development of new ideas.
the city of Kosice will thereby
gain a new vision and prospect
of becoming a city of creativity, prosperity and a new future for young
creative people who wish to stay to live and work in a city which is
both their home and a source of talent, diversity and economic growth.

The academic staff and students of the Faculty of Arts
were involved in the project from the very outset and continue
to participate in subsequent projects even today. From the beginning
in 2008, they worked jointly on investment projects aimed
at transforming various derelict buildings around the city into
cultural centres. Later, with the support of grants from the Slovak
Ministry of Culture, the Faculty of Art launched several projects
aimed at mapping the cultural potential of the city, outlining a vision

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of a cultural conurbation through the ExpliCity KoSice-PreSov project,
defining the implementation of management tools and decision-
-making processes connected with the concept of the “Innovative

City”, and developing an open platform for the cooperation of students
and academic staff of European universities in the field of new

media. the fruits of these projects have been presented to the public

in a wide range of exhibitions and conferences, and also in events

such as DAAD — Days of Architecture and Design in KoSice, Street Art
Communication and White Nights with the goal of developing a broader
synergy between life, education, culture and art.

Within the framework of the supporting Kosice — European
Capital of Culture 2013 projects, the Faculty of Arts commemorated
the 15" anniversary of its establishment through a series of events
including Winter Collection, Summer Collection, Persponal Space and
FUTU RES which were organized in 2013. the main resonating theme
for studio projects at the Faculty in 2013 was the return of water
to the city. the project, design and art interventions in the city are
intended to stimulate discussions about the reintroduction of water
into the public space.

Within the framework of the KoSice — European Capital
of Culture 2013 project, the city of KoSice presented four world-
-recognized figures from the city’s past: Sdndor Marai representing
literature, Gyula Kosice representing the visual arts, Ludovit Oelschlager
representing architecture, and Juraj Jakubisko representing cinema.
the Department of Architecture in the Faculty of Arts at TUKE adopted
the task of presenting the rich body of work of Ludovit Oelschlager,
whose outstanding architectural work can be found in Kosice and
around the region. Through a series of exhibitions both in Slovakia and
abroad and the publication of a monograph, the Faculty introduced
this celebrated cultural figure of Kosice to a wider European audience.

The main slogan of the KoSice — European Capital of Culture
2013 project was “We Support Creativity”, and this was primarily
reflected in the initiative to develop creative hubs. These hubs, along
the lines of STEEL PARK — Creative Factory and Kulturpark — Centre for
the Support of Culture and Creativity (CPKK in Slovak), have reached
a natural culmination in the TECHNICOM and MEDIPARK science parks
which have been built by university bodies in the city.

Students and staff from all of the departments of TUKE
cooperated in several different projects associated with Kosice —
European Capital of Culture 2013. Perhaps the most important of these
projects is STEEL PARK — Creative Factory, a collaboration between
the Faculty of Arts and U. S. Steel KoSice. STEEL PARK — Creative Factory
is a new multimedia and interactive centre of creativity which was
established in one of the buildings of the Kasarni/Kulturpark complex
in cooperation with several partners from Koalicia 2013+. the project

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is the result of active cooperation of TUKE, the University of Pavol
Jozef Safarik and the Slovak Academy of Sciences with the main
backer of the exhibition, U. S. Steel Kosice. Through the story of steel
which illustrates the relationship of science and engineering which
runs like a thread through all generations of mankind, the exhibition
uses interactive activities and games to promote creative and
technical thinking among students of primary and secondary schools.

A further hub which is approaching completion is the Centre
for the Support of Culture and Creativity (CPKK in Slovak) in Kasarne/
Kulturpark, part of which will act as a “Creative Maternity Hub”,
supporting companies, organizations, civic associations and artistic
groups involved in a wide array of creative activities with the aim
of concentrating them in one space and cultivating the resultant
synergy. Given its character, the Centre should serve as a support
for small and medium sized businesses in the creative sector and
provide educational activities in the field of the creative industries,
contemporary arts and new medjia. This series of investments should
help to complete a start-up network for the creative economy;
offering a creative upbringing, serving as the womb for developing
the initial concept before assisting in the eventual birth of spin off
and start-up companies.

A creative cluster has already been established which will,
on the platform of Koalicia 2013+, take over activities in the fields
of education, promotion and support of the creative industries
in Kos$ice and in the entire region of East Slovakia in the coming
years, connecting local and regional government, universities and
entrepreneurs and businesses.

I believe that Kosice will come to be seen as a creative
university town which, in the course of the following years, could
successfully evolve the recently awarded title of UNESCO CREATIVE
CITY of MEDIA ART. On the occasion of the 20" anniversary
of the founding of the Faculty of Arts, the definition of the crucial
vision of the application of this title in the creative development
of the city takes on a crucial role. the 15%" anniversary of the Faculty
was welcomed with the slogan FUTU-RES/VEC-FAKULTA UMENI,
expounding the Faculty’s leading role in the development
of creativity in KosSice. the slogan for the 20t anniversary is now
FUTU_REXX; with FAKULTA UMENT as REX or KING in defining
the transformation of the city. the conjunction of FUTU RE hidden
in both slogans speaks of the future of life in Kosice. the goal of FUTU-
-RES has been fulfilled and continues to be fulfilled further. the goal
of the slogan FUTU REXX opens this anniversary year with the aim
that the great creative city which will have emerged in 20 years will
allow us to complement the FUTU_RE slogan with
yet another suffix: XL.

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AkU Ulohu podla Vas zohrava $kolenie socharov, ¢i umelcov vo
véeobecnosti, vo vztahu kich tvorbe? Je Vas pedagogicky proces
zamerany na usmerfovanie studentov a naznacenie ciest, alebo
nechavate studentom absolutnu slobodu?

Myslim si, Ze pedagogicky proces je svojim spdsobom individualny
pristup a podla mdjho ponimania tohto procesu je dblezité, ako
pedagdg Studenta pozna a ako Student reSpektuje tohto pedagdga.
Nie je mozné vyvolat reSpekt nejakym nariadenim, ale iba svojou
pracou. Studenti maju moznost sa zoznadmit s pedagégmi, ktori ich
vedU pocas pdsobenia na Skole. Je to Sestro¢né studium, tak ako

na ,vaznych* skolach bezne vo svete, prispdsobili sme sa. Mnohym sa
to zdalo vela, ale nie je to vela. Tych Sest rokov raz dva uleti.

V sUcasnosti sa vela hovori o vSéeobecnom Upadku kvality
vysokoskolského studia: pedagdgovia ¢asto spominaiju

na snazivejsich studentov v minulosti, vyber studentov prebiehal

z vaésSieho poctu uchadzacov. Ucite od roku 1990, mbzete porovnavat.

Aky je Vas nazor, su dnesni studenti naozaj ini?

Nie su ini. Niektori studenti s velmi nadani, niektori menej. Menej
nadani Studenti si mézu urcitym snazenim — cielavedomym
osvojovanim principov — menej talentu vynahradit. Velakrat si
talentovany c¢lovek ten svoj talent ani nevazi. Takze vela sa da
dohnat usilovnostou, kedZe ten talentovany nemusi byt tak snazivy
a nema potom také vysledky.

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In your opinion, what role does the tuition of sculptors, or of artists
in general, play in relation to their work? Is your teaching approach
aimed at guiding students and suggesting possible directions or
do you instead offer students complete freedom?

I think that the teaching process is, in its own way, an individual
approach and in my understanding of the process it is important
to see how well the teacher knows his student and how

the student respects his teacher. You can't simply demand respect,
you have to earn it through your work. Students have the chance
to get to know the teachers who will guide them through

the course of their studies. It's a six-year course, just like in other
“serious” schools around the world, we have adapted. It seemed
like a long time for many, but it really isn't. Those six years fly by

in a blink of an eye.

There is much talk these days about a general decline

in the standards of higher education; teaching staff often only
remember the most diligent students from the past, students
were drawn from a wider pool of applicants. You have been
teaching since 1990 and are in a good position to compare. In your
opinion, are today’s students really so different?

No, they are not different. Some students are more gifted, some
less so. Less gifted students can overcome their lack of talent
through concerted effort, by single-mindedly adopting sets

of principles. Very often, gifted people take their talent for granted.
So, a lot can be achieved through hard work; talented people don't
need to try so hard and therefore they don’t have to have such
good results.

This hard work that you mention is probably also related

to the ability of graduates to continue creative work after the end
of their studies...

Unfortunately, that is something that we cannot guarantee to our
students. You know, under the Socialist regime, when everybody
had to work, the state was forced to come up with some policy

to provide work for artists. So, for every construction project built
at that time, four percent of the budget was allocated to artistic
embellishments. Four percent, it was an enormous sum of money
in those days. For example, in KoSice, in the so-called Lunik estates
in Terasa, every district had its own shopping precinct and you
can find artworks everywhere in these places. the architects

who designed these buildings collaborated with artists and they
planned the projects together. the situation today it is somewhat
different; when the private sector has funding, they prefer to spend
it on other things...

J.B. To my bohuzial Studentom nevieme zarucit. Fakt je ten, Ze este za
»,sociku®, tym, ze kazdy mal pracovat, musel stat vymysliet nejaky
princip, aby i vytvarnici mali pracu. Z kazdej stavby, ¢o sa postavila,
boli z rozpoctu vyclenené styri percentd na vytvarné dotvorenie.

P.M. Studovali ste v Prahe v $estdesiatych rokoch, po revollcii
ste pedagogicky pdsobili na VSVU v Bratislave a od roku 1999
na kosickej Fakulte umeni. Dali by sa porovnat tieto odlisné
situacie? Determinuje umelca prostredie, v ktorom Zije a pracuje?

J.B. V Prahe bol samozrejme tiez socializmus, ale ¢asto marne tlacili
na umelcov, mnohi sa nepoddali. Viaceri, ¢o si nasli samych seba
robili vynikajlce veci a nepohli sa ani o milimeter. Boli i slabsi
vytvarnici a ti sa poddali a potom ti boli pre rezim ukazkovi
a nasledovaniahodni. Ale i tak sa to neujalo, Ze by sa vSetci museli
pridat. Bolo to volnejsie. Snad tu na Slovensku boli aj medzi
umelcami, vo vedeni Zvazu vytvarnych umelcoy, taki viac stranicki.
Ale nechcem menovat. Takze tlacili na ludi, aby sa prispdsobovali,
ale umelec vo svojom ateliéri, vo svojej samote, robi, ¢o chce.

80 Umelci, ktori mali fakt nadanie sa jednoducho nepoddali.
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You studied in Prague in the Sixties, after the Velvet Revolution you
taught at the Academy of Fine Arts and Design in Bratislava, and
since 1999 you have been based in the Faculty of Arts in KoSice. How
would you compare these different situations? Is an artist defined
by the environment in which he or she lives and works?

In Prague, of course, there was also Socialism, but often the pressure
that was put on artists had no effect, and many artists refused

to compromise. In fact, many who had found their own way did
incredible work and refused to compromise by even a single
millimetre. There were also weaker artists who submitted and who
then became celebrated and flattered by the regime. But even so

it wasn't the case that everybody had to join the Communist Party.
There was a little more freedom. Perhaps here in Slovakia you could
find artists, possibly even leaders of the Union of Artists, who were
party members. But I'm not going to name names. the fact is that
that they put pressure on people to adapt, but an artist working
alone in their own studio does whatever they want. Artists with real
talent simply never compromised.

In 1998 you helped to establish and develop the Faculty of Arts

in KoSice and created the concept of the Studio of 3D Free Creativity.
Why did you consider it necessary to create a space for a higher
education institution for artists in Kosice?

I consider myself a Kosice local, even though I was not born here. My
wife and I were offered the chance to set up a studio in a five-storey
building on Narodna Trieda street. There was a laundry in the attic
of the building, but there was only enough pressure in the water
pipes to reach the third floor, sometimes to the fourth floor after
midnight. Of course, nobody was interested in a laundry without
water, so the place was offered to artists instead. We would carry
water up the stairs from the third floor when we came to the studio.
Kosice was growing very quickly at this time and there were many
work opportunities for artists. From the total funds allocated

for building new residential estates, four percent was dedicated

to artistic embellishment. There were not enough artists in KoSice
at this time to meet this demand, so many artists moved from
Bratislava and even from Prague to make a living.

KoSice has a strong artistic tradition, especially from the interwar
period...

I met Jasusch personally, I spoke with him. He was one of these
great figures. A painter par excellence, probably even today he is
without equal. In our school we try to retain talented students who
are not likely to leave, for example, for Prague with no intention

of ever coming back. Big cities are always a huge attraction for
artists. Fortunately, the foundations here have already been laid and
many gifted artists choose to stay.

Ja som Kosican, i ked sice nepochadzam z Kosic, ale s manzelkou
sme dostali moznost ziskat ateliér. Na Narodnej triede sa postavili
patposchodové budovy, kde pod strechou boli pracovne a nakolko
tlak vody bol len do tretieho poschodia, potom este do stvrtého
to nejako predsa len po polnoci dotlacili, tak o pracovne nemal nikto
zaujem — pracovna bez vody. Takze tieto priestory davali potom
umelcom. My sme si vynasali vodu z tretieho poschodia nahor,
takze tak sme prisli k ateliéru. V Kosiciach bolo vela pracovnych
moznosti, lebo KosSice sa vtedy rozrastali. Z mnozstva penazi, za
ktoré sa stavali sidlisk3, isli $tyri percenta na vytvarné dotvorenie.
Kosicki vytvarnici na to ani nestacili, preto prichadzali i z Prahy

a Bratislavy, ktori z toho tiez Zili.

KoSice maju i silnd umelecku tradiciu, najméa z medzivojnového
obdobia.

Ja som osobne zazil eSte Jasuscha, rozpraval som sa s nim. To bol
jeden z tych velikanov. Maliar par excellence, dodnes snad nema
tak silného nasledovnika. Na nasej skole zachytavame tych, ktori
maju talent a neodidu napriklad do Prahy s tym, Ze sa uz nevratia.
Tie velké mesta su pre umelcov lakavejsie. Nastastie, uz sa polozili
zéklady a dnes tu zostavaju dobri umelci.

Zmenili by ste nieco po dvadsat rokoch existencie Fakulty umeni,
vidite nejaké nedostatky, ktoré by sa mali v budicnosti odstranit?
Myslim si, ze priestory su v su¢asnosti vyhovujluce. Spociatku sa

na nads mozno pozerala Technicka univerzita trochu cez prsty a dnes
nas vnimaju normalne, ako svoj dalsi ¢lanok a zo ziadneho pohladu
nie sme na tarchu.

Na Slovensku patrite k priekopnikom pouzivania pocitacov

v umeleckej tvorbe. Ako z dnesnej perspektivy vnimate uplatfiovanie

sUcasnej techniky a technolégii v umeleckej praxi?

Mam dojem, Ze je to velkou pomocou, ktora rozsiruje moznosti
vytvarnika. Vytvarné umenie moze byt napriklad i o matematike.
VSetky mozné [udské snaZenia sa v umeni mdozu uplatnit. Netreba
sa nikdy bat ni¢oho nového — to je také krédo. Aj Studenti su tak
vedeni, ze ich individualny prinos je velmi vzacny. Treba podporovat
to, ¢o je u nich najsilnejsie. Lebo ¢lovek si niekedy ani neuvedomi,
Ze nieco vie, on to berie ako samozrejmost a pritom pre druhého
¢loveka je to tazko dosiahnutelné, prave tie viohy, ktoré ma

druhy Je potrebné podporovat ¢loveka v ¢om je silny, jeho chapanie,
jeho zaujem, nech sa suUstredi na to, v ¢om je najsilnejsi.

Is there anything you would change after the first twenty years

of the Faculty of Arts? do you see any shortcomings that could be
rectified in the future?

I think that the current setup suits us fine. At the beginning, many
at the Technical University looked down their noses a little at us, but
today their perception of us is a normal one and we are seen like any
other part of the University. In no way are we thought of as a burden.
You are one of the pioneers in the use of computers in art in Slovakia.
From a contemporary perspective, how do you see the use

of modern technology in the creative process?

I thinkit is an enormous help which expands the possibilities
available to artists. It is possible to create art about mathematics,
for example. Every possible human endeavour can be used to create
art. Never be afraid of anything new; this should be a principle. And
we also want students to learn that their individual qualities are
extremely precious. It is necessary to support them in what they

are best at. Because people sometimes don't realize that they have
a talent; they simply take for granted those things which other
people can accomplish only with great difficulty. We have to support
people’s strengths, their perception, their interest, to make sure that
they focus on what they are best at. This is always precious.

The successful realization of any vision, whether it is an idea or
a long-term project, typically requires a considerable amount
of enthusiasm and often also a high degree of cooperation. Similarly,
each of the many initiated team projects and individual creative
achievements accomplished at the Faculty of Arts in KoSice
have played a part in determining its growth and orientation.
In the case of the exceptional Kosice — UNESCO Creative
City of Media Arts project, the ongoing efforts of the Faculty
of Arts at TUKE were implemented into strategies which were
a continuation of the KoSice — European Capital City of Culture 2013
concept. In 2017, a consortium of partner organizations (Creative
Industry KosSice (CIKE), the Faculty of Arts at TUKE, White Nights
KosSice, DIG Gallery, Tabacka Kulturfabrik, Kosice IT Valley and
K13—KoSice Cultural Centres in association with the city of KoSice)
under the coordination of CIKE and the leadership of Michal
Hladky (coincidentally a graduate of the Faculty of Arts) entered
the selection process to gain the prestigious title of Creative City
within the international UNESCO Creative Cities Network.

In Kosice, the cultural epicentre of East Slovakia,
where the two worlds of art and technology have long been
interconnected and interrelated to a remarkable degree, a number
of dramaturgical lines converged during the course of the European
Capital City of Culture 2013 project which had a considerable
impact on the field of media arts, even to the extent of becoming
a direct participant. Fortunately, the Faculty of Arts at TUKE was,
par excellence, in the right
place at the right time.
It is worth noting that
these developments were
preceded in the timeline by
a number of other important
events such as the now
iconic INSIDE VR work which
was created by Roman
Galovsky on the premises
of the Faculty of Electrical
Engineering and Informatics
at TUKE in 1996. the history
and continuing presence
of media art in East Slovakia
is due in no small part to the activities of the Studio of New
Media at the Faculty of Arts since its establishment in 2004 and,
of course, the activities of its teaching staff, students and graduates.
the Studio, under the direction first of Anna Tretter MA (from
Germany) and now of doc. MgA. Michal Murin, ArtD., has fostered

many of the figures of the contemporary media arts scene, with

its graduates active not only as artists, but also as curators and
event organizers. Mention should also be made here of the other
studios of the Faculty such as those of the Departments of Fine
Arts and Intermedia, of Design and of Architecture, where many

of the graduates of the last twenty years have also discovered their
interest in the field of media art.

The progressive spirit of the Faculty of Arts as a guarantee
of a certain originality from the “Eastern periphery” has become
more widely recognized from year to year in both a national and
international context. Crucial in terms of the contextualization
of our media arts scene was the opening of the DIG Gallery in KoSice
in 2012. Led by Richard Kitta and Michal Murin in cooperation with
the Studio of New Media, the Gallery regularly presents the work
of our students and has hosted dozens of exhibitions showcasing
various subgenres of digital and technological art in recent years.
the longstanding collaboration which the DIG Gallery has enjoyed
with its renowned Austrian partner, Ars Electronica, was of particular
significance in the context of the UNESCO selection process. Within
the framework of the European Digital Art & Science Network
project, which is aimed at exploring potential interconnections
between art and science, many important events have been
organized in Kosice including the hosting of conferences on
the TUKE campus.

A unigue event of its kind in our region, Nuit Blanche/White
Night, directed by Zuzana Pacakov3, has been transforming the city
centre of Kosice into an “night-time media art park” for seven
years now, with the participation not only of personalities from
the international art scene, but also of young local artists. Also
noteworthy in this context is Sound City Days, a biennale dedicated
to the international sound art scene which has been occupying

U&ast v networku UNESCO umozhiuje Ko$iciam vyraznejsie
rozvijat vybrané kultirne aktivity aj na Urovni regiénu, ziskavat
investicie pre kultdrnu infrastrukturu a posilfiovat komunikaciu
a svoju identitu v celosvetovom kontexte. Titul kreativneho mesta
s orientaciou na media art je ale potrebné vnimat v Sirsich relaciach.
Medialne umenie je Sirokou oblastou postihujlicou jednak svojbytné
Zzanre vyuzivajlce sucasné technoldgie, svojou povahou véak ponuka
nové spdsoby myslenia a rekontextualizacie, ktoré je mozné uplatnit
v réznych spolocenskych oblastiach. Aj preto je jeho kompatibilita
a univerzalnost tak atraktivna z pohladu aktérov budiceho
kreativneho priemysiu.

Level kreativnej industrializacie je zavisly od Urovne
edukacie. Dnesné umelecké vzdeldvanie musi principialne
podporovat interdisciplinarne a koncepéné myslenie, ponukat

the cultural spaces of Kosice since 2012 and which is connected

to our Faculty through the involvement of Peter Machajdik

and Vladimir Beskid. Also part of these significant local trend-
-setting events is the Art & Tech Days event with its international
participation in the dramaturgy of CIKE. In this case too, it is

no coincidence that the event shares a convergence point with
the university environment of TUKE and the Faculty of Arts. These
events and many others form the foundation which allowed us

to profile a specific segment of the cultural environment of the city
and thereby fulfil the conceptual criteria of the UNESCO selection
process. Thanks to the activities on the part of the Faculty of Arts
and the coordination with K13 — KoSice Cultural Centres and CIKE,
the formation of an international board of Kunsthalle/Hala Umenia
was initiated within this context with the aim of modernizing and
aligning its dramaturgy with contemporary media art.

The cooperation between the Faculty of Arts and its
partners in the consortium eventually resulted in KoSice being
awarded the title of UNESCO Creative City of Media Arts in 2017.
This project saw the long-running work of institutions, arts
groups and individuals based in the local region bear fruit and
at the same time highlighted the real potential for the development
of creative industries in our region. Kosice has become part
of the UNESCO Creative Cities Network which today consists
of 180 cities in 72 countries around the world. the city overcame

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strong international competition in order to become the only city
in Eastern Europe to specialize in media arts. Within this segment
of the network, KoSice can share its experience with cities such as
Linz, Austin, Tel Aviy, Lyon, Sapporo, Toronto, Changsha, Guadalajara
and Braga. KoSice’s participation in the UNESCO network offers
the city the possibility to dramatically develop its chosen cultural
activities at a regional level, to attract investment for cultural
infrastructure and to strengthen its message and identity
in a worldwide context. Indeed, it is important to view the title
of Creative City of Media Arts from a wider perspective. Media art
is a broad field which encompasses a wide range of distinct genres
using modern technology which offer new ways of thinking and
recontextualizations which can be applied in various social spheres,
and it is for this reason that its compatability and universality is so
attractive from the perspective of leading figures in the burgeoning
creative industries.

The level of creative industrialization is heavily dependent
on the level of education. the axiom of modern artistic education
must be to support interdisciplinary and conceptual thinking,
to provide a place for invention and unconventional approaches, and
should serve as an unhindered testing ground for the development
of creative approaches and innovative productions.
the establishment of a Department of Media Art at the Faculty
of Art would likely create a professional platform which would not
only be capable of integrating existing portfolios (Visual Art, Design
and Architecture), but would also manage to cooperate with other
Faculties on the university campus or with foreign universities and
academic institutions. the formation of approaches and creative
methodologies in the field of multidisciplinary art projects cannot
be undertaken without the involvement of partners from other
disciplines, often those which would perhaps be considered at first
glance as diametrically opposite. the Faculty of Arts at TUKE
has the potential to become one of the most important catalysts
of “creativization” in the coming years, and its mission will lie
in developing the above mentioned constellations further.

It is undoubtedly true that the successful realization
of a vision, whether it is an idea or a project, depends on
the cooperation of the individuals or teams who are behind them.
And the course of the last two decades has shown that the path
to success has always been such and that it is in fact now only
a little more apparent than it was before. the Faculty of Arts
in Kosice has proven itself to be a flexible and adaptable institution
which has managed to turn many of the disadvantages which it has
faced to its own advantage, and which brings an energy to the life
of the city and its region which will forge our shared “FUTURE"!

AbsolUtne nové
za&iatky neexistuju. TaZiskovou je ateliérova forma, ktora je prvé tri
roky organizovana horizontélne, t. j. po ro¢nikoch a typologickych
formach, dalsie tri roky vertikalne, v tzv. majstrovskych ateliéroch.
Ateliéry urbanistické, architektonické, interiérové a konstrukéné
maju naucit organizovat znalosti nauc¢ené v predmetoch
matematika, deskriptiva, stavitelstvo, statika, stavebna fyzika,
typoldgia, filozofia, estetika, dejiny, tedria tvorby miest a architektury
do komplexného navrhu priestoru.

The content, method and organization of education in architecture
and urbanism provided by the Department of Architecture
in the Faculty of Arts at TUKE is founded on two pillars:
— the requirements as stated by Vitruvius, the significance

of which has only deepened in the millennia since they were

written,
— the requirements of nostrification as defined by the European

Union and professional organizations of architects’

in the European Union.

Vitruvius writes that architecture is the first of all arts and
the first of all sciences. the architect is a multifaceted artist who
collates the expertise of different fields and organizes it into
a physical form: the built environment. He or she is a facilitator
with a comprehensive understanding of the entirety of a project.
For almost two thousand years, the teaching of architecture and
urbanism (the building of towns) has been carried out along the lines
defined by Vitruvius.

The architect must undergo many years of scientific education
in order to obtain fabrica (practical knowledge) and ratiocinatio
(a theoretical framework with a scientific element). He or she must
master lettering, painting, geometry, arithmetic and optics, and be
conversant with history, philosophy, music, medicine, construction
law and astronomy. In our six-year study program, we strive to follow
the precepts of Vitruvius, but it is unfortunate that we have greatly
reduced the study requirements for optics, music, medicine and
astronomy. Perhaps it is for this reason that there is no such thing
as contemporary architecture.

Over the last two thousand years, the basic requirements
for teaching architecture have remained unchanged; only
the techniques of design are new. New systems emerge from
dialogue with existing systems; there is no such thing as an entirely
fresh start. Teaching is arranged in studios; for the first three years
the studio structure is organized horizontally, according to study year
and typological form, while for the next three years it is arranged
vertically in so-called Master Studios. the Studios of Urbanism,
Architecture, Interior and Construction should teach students
to integrate expertise from the subjects of mathematics, descriptive
geometry, construction, statics, structural engineering, typology,
philosophy, aesthetics, history, town planning and architecture into
one comprehensive project design proposal.

Architectural education at the Faculty of Arts at TUKE is

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2005/36/EC which means that the higher education provided by our
Department is recognized throughout the territory of the European
Union. After completing their studies, graduates must perform

a further three years of work placement at architectural studios

(as a form of apprenticeship with a master’s confirmation of work
activities performed) in order to apply for admission to the Chamber
of Architects which authorizes members to practice independently
throughout the European Union.

Study at the Department of Architecture is organized into two
academic levels. After four years of study in the Architecture and
Urbanism study program, students will complete a comprehensive
project as part of their bachelor’s work which takes the form
of an architectural proposal for planning permission in accordance
with Slovak law. This is the legislative phase of an architectural
project which permits the construction of a building.

In the master’s study program in Architecture and Urbanism,
students must complete two theses: an independent theoretical
thesis the extent of which is comparable with diploma theses
in other scientific engineering subjects, and a practical design
project in which students must demonstrate their abilities as
versatile and accomplished artists.

The practising architects who lead the studio production and
supervise bachelor’s and master’s thesis at the Department are
regular winners of all types of awards in the Slovak architectural
profession: their completed projects have been awarded the Dusan
Jurkovi¢ Award, the CE.ZA.AR Award, the Building of the Year Award
and many others. Each member of the teaching staff has completed
projects in the full spectrum of different building types and
architectural forms, including architecture for public spaces, urban
planning, residential homes, cultural, sport and sacred buildings,
shops, hotels, administrative and health facilities, the reconstruction
of historical monuments and many others.

Tuition at the Department respects the form of university
education to the highest degree, and thus the subjects in our study
program required by the conditions of accreditation which are taught
in other facilities in TUKE remain integrated into its teaching process.
Through our teaching process, we want to encourage graduates
who have left to gain experience to consider returning home. Just
as every community has needed and will continue to need a priest,
lawyer, teacher and doctor, so, in our opinion, does such a need exist
for an architect. And if any of these professions choose to leave
the community, it can leave behind a mutual sense of abandonment,
both physically and often spiritually. It is for this reason that we are
striving to find a way to replace Yuval Noah Harari’s vision of our
future as “Homo Deus” with our own vision of a future “Homo Domus™.

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The work of our students is regularly presented to the public
in the biannual Open-Door Days at the Faculty of Arts. It is our
responsibility to ensure that the tasks assigned to our students are
up-to-date and closely reflect the demands of actual professional
practice, and therefore we cooperate with many different municipal
authorities around the region to safeguard this.

Students often represent the Department and the Faculty
through the entry of their work in many national and international
architectural competitions, in many cases winning or receiving
awards in such events. Juries predominantly place great value on
the outstanding contributions made through students unorthodox
interpretations of works and the depth of their philosophical and
artistic understandings of tasks. the work of the teaching staff
and students of the Department also played a significant role
in the Kosice: European Capital of Culture
2013 project and in its subsequent
sustainability. the Department is
involved in many other activities:
the international science conferences,
“Innovative City”; the publication
of a celebrated monograph and
| exhibition on the architect Ludovit
Oelschlager — Ory, one of the highlighted
personalities of the KoSice 2013 project;
and participation in the majority of the investment projects
of the Kosice 2013 project, including Kasarne Kulturpark, Kunsthalle,
the reconstruction of the site of KoSice Castle, the reconstruction
of the casemates of Executioner’s Bastion, and the construction
of the Crafts House, the extension to the Jan Bocatius Public Library,
and the reconstruction of several former electricity substations
around the city into so-called SPOTs. the Department also played
an important role in the creation of the STEEL PARK — Creative
Factory project. Furthermore, the Department actively participates
in the work of TABACKA — “The Creative Centre of Ko$ice Region” and
the implementation of the title of UNESCO Creative City of Media Art
into the life of the city.

The Department is actively engaged in both pure and applied
scientific research and in the Fund for the Support of the Arts
projects. In the field of research, Department staff have been
involved for many years in the mapping of 20*" Century architecture
in East Slovakia, research into hybrid construction systems and wood
and composite based building elements, and research into design
techniques used in architectural practice.

Members of the Department have served and continue to serve
in management roles in prominent national and international

STUDY PROGRAMS IN ARCHITECTURE AND URBANISM

AT THE FACULTY OF ARTS TUKE

— Bachelor’s study program (awarding the title of Bc.)

Graduates of the bachelor’s program gain a foundation level
of knowledge in the field and can begin their careers as specialists
in the project or investment processes, as construction managers
or in planning and building authorities. Alternatively, graduates can
continue to the master’s study program.

from the architectural design of the building to the construction
and artistic handling of architectural details and the completion
of the building. Studies are carried out in four vertically organised
Studios led by recognized architects.

MAIN STUDIOS IN THE DEPARTMENT OF ARCHITECTURE

AT THE FACULTY OF ARTS TUKE
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The Architectural Studio is the basic component

of the master’s study program. Students are taught to work

with texts and information sources and to liaise with clients

and local authorities, but also to consider the building plot and

its surroundings. Students are required to create proposals

of architectural, planning and interior design which show both
aptness and originality while respecting the specific set of imposed
conditions. Projects are worked on either individually orin teams.
During the course of the project, students can discuss any issues
with the Head of Studio, but also with consultants from relevant
professions and experts from other scientific fields. Students must
then defend their completed project which will be evaluated on
the basis both of its content and on its formal aspects.

BRIEF DESCRIPTION OF THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE DEPARTMENT
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The Department of Design is one of the three founding departments
of the Faculty of Arts at TUKE and has been in operation
since its establishment in 1998. the formation of the modern-
-day Department of Design was preceded by the existence
of a separate workspace for the study of Industrial Design
at the Faculty of Mechanical Engineering at TUKE which was
promoted and brought to fruition by Dr. h.c. Prof. Ing. Jozef
Dirhan, DrSc. Following profesor Dirhan’s retirement in 1981, his work
was continued by doc. Ing. Jaroslav Jarema, CSc., one of the first
graduates in the specialization of Industrial Design at the Faculty
of Mechanical Engineering at TUKE. A separate Department
of Design was established at the Faculty of Mechanical Engineering
in 1990 and led by prof. Mgr. art. Tadeusz Blonski who was succeeded
by doc. Ing. Jaroslav Jarema, CSc. In 1994. Since the establishment
of the Faculty of Arts in 1998, the Department has been led by
doc. Ing. Jaroslav Jarema, CSc (1998—2002), doc. Ing. Duan Such,
PhD. (2002—2005) and from 2005 by prof. Ing. Tibor Uhrin, ArtD.

prof. Tadeusz Blonski, the head of the Studio of Product
Design, and doc. akad. mal. Jozef Hascak, ArtD., the founder and
head of the Studio of Graphic Design, taught at the Department
of Design in the Faculty of Arts for many years with the latter
having an enormous influence on defining the character of students
in the Department. A crucial role in the formation of the study
of Design at the Faculty of Arts at TUKE was played by Dr. h.c.

The length of the full-time bachelor’s study program (the
first level study program) is four years, a term which corresponds
to the demands of the interdisciplinary nature of this study program.
Graduates from the bachelor’s program are independent creative
personalities whose academic background includes knowledge
from art, science and technology. In order for students to reach
the required level of knowledge and skill in the subject, their first year
is spent in the Foundations of Design Studio where they take their
first steps as designers (Basics of Design) and as artists (Drawing
for Design, Moulding, Artistic Geometry, and, during their second year,
Colour and Lettering). Students require five semesters to successfully
complete their assignments in all four specialized design studios
(1. Industrial, 2. Product, 3. Innovation, 4. Visual Communication).
Students then have three remaining semesters to hone their skills
in the studio of their choosing, in which they will complete their
bachelor work over the course of one semester. the complexity
of the Design study program at the Faculty of Arts is ensured by
the variety of subjects and assignments which students are required
to undertake in the various studios.

The length of the full-time study program (the second
level study program) is two years, a term which corresponds
to the demands of an interdisciplinary course.

In the main subject of Design Studio, master’s students
focus on design work in one specific studio which they chose during
the admission process to the master’s program; most commonly,
this is the same studio in which the students completed their

The length of the full-time doctoral study program (the
third level study program) is four years (five years for part-time
students) which is in line with the description of the 2.2.6 study
program in Design and with the demands of an interdisciplinary
course. Graduates from this third level study program are
independent creative personalities whose academic background
includes knowledge from art, science and technology, who have
also completed design research within the discipline and who are
in a position to offer their reflections on current developments
through expert literature. During the course of their studies, doctoral
students are involved in fulfilling the research and teaching tasks
of the Department of Design. In addition to this, they perform their
own artistic work, are involved in design projects, publish their work,
investigate findings from their field of research, and participate
in the development of the Department.

The Department of Design has an extremely well-developed
network of international cooperation in the field of design with its
partner universities across the EU including the Academies of Fine
Art in Krakow and Katowice, the Brno University of Technology,
the Thomas Bata University in Zlin, the Hochschule Wismar
in Germany, Glasgow Caledonian University in the UK and Obuda
University in Budapest. Students enjoy taking full advantage of this
cooperation through exchange visits to these partner universities
organised through the Erasmus+ exchange program. From 2002
to 2014, the Department of Design in cooperation with U. S. Steel
KosSice successfully organized the annual Metal Inspirations
international workshops in which a total of 235 students and
teachers from partner institutions in Slovakia and other EU states
participated over the twelve years in which the workshops were held.
During its relatively short history, the academic staff and
students of the Department of Design have received many national
and international awards. Among the most notable award is
the prestigious Hettich International Design Award which was won
in 2007 by Pavol Torma from a shortlist of nominees from 38 different
countries around the world. In 2014, the first two graduates
of the doctoral study program in Design at the Department of Design
in the Faculty of Arts at TUKE completed their studies and both
have been awarded prestigious prizes. Mgr. art. Jana Novakova, ArtD.
was during her studies the outright winner of the Students’ Section
of the international design competition Grand Prix Mobitex in Brno
in 2010 and of the Talent Designu competition in Zlin in 2010 and is
currently the head of the Studio of Design at the Faculty of Art and
Design at the University of West Bohemia in Plzen. the second
graduate from the doctoral program, Mgr. art.

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In our contemporary media world, media is a buzzword, and this is
no less true for the world of the arts. the classic disciplines such as
painting, sculpture and drawing are still practised, but the specific
contexts in which these disciplines are placed and the ways

in which they reach their audience have taken on a new significance
in our times. This is, in fact, part of a well-known historical process;
every age requires and creates its own language and visual means
of communicating its own encoded messages. We ourselves are
witnesses of the accelerating pace of this process, already foreseen
by Warhol’s famous statement about everyone’s 15 minutes

of fame in art. In the current information age, time itself plays

a crucial role, as do the new contexts and technologies created

for interactive global information networks such as the internet
and social media. All of these developments are reflected to some
degree in our teaching process. the classic methods of artistic
expression (primarily drawing and basic technological procedures)
continue to be used as the starting point. This may appear to be
somewhat at odds with modern artistic trends such as the use

of new media and computer art, but our postmodern reality shows
that there is justification in retrospection and in redefining art
history and this is no less true in the process of practising art.

the innovation and relative success in the teaching process can
already be evaluated in the use of fundamental creative techniques
and in parallel applications of sophisticated modern media
platforms. the theoretical background also plays a significant role
here; not merely through a superficial awareness of terminology,
but through its creative application and as a conceptual strategy
in defining the creative process of each student. In discussing

the profile of our graduates, the so-called practical artistic
education is of critical importance, an education which, in line

with Derrida’s deconstructionism, is functionally compatible

with contemporary trends in the contemporary postmodern

scene. Before I took over the position, the Studio of Graphics and
Experimental Art was led by profesor Rudolf Sikora who placed

a great emphasis on experimental work and the so-called avant-
-garde aesthetic. It was at this time that the influential theoretician
and trendsetter, Jana Gerzov3, had written about Sikora, asking
“Why Sikora is not, was not and never will be a Postmodernist™.

In hindsight, we can see that she was correct. I therefore decided
to move the creative work in the Studio in a new postmodern
direction. Specifically, I introduced contemporary professional
practices in the field of graphics with a greater emphasis on original
artistic works and further away from forms of mass reproduction
such as banners and computer prints. I did not abandon (and

nor did I betray) modernist traditions as a guiding light, but

In addition to the Studio, I am also responsible as guarantor
of the Free Fine Arts masters’ study program for the overall focus
of the Department; this encompasses the programs of the other
specialist studios of painting, sculpture, photography and new media.
When I first joined the Department, the former Head of Department
informed me that the Department was unfortunately split into two
camps: those who favoured traditional approaches, and those who
preferred a “free” creative approach, in other words, between a clear
and accredited study program and a subjective “arts” program,
the content of which was constantly changing. They added that
the tensions between these two approaches were also beginning
to be felt in interpersonal relations. I certainly discerned some
professional and “artistic” differences, both in terms of the perception
of artistic creation itself and its expression, and in the teaching
processes within individual studios. Given the complex accreditation,
the studio-based study programs have been restructured and
improved and are now integrated in such a way that despite
the variety and differences in teaching approaches, the programs are
compatible in terms of results and mutually interconnected to ensure
that the movement of students in a multi-studio context is largely

Individual “masters” from the oldest
professor (Juraj Bartusz) to the youngest docent (Radovan Cerevka)
were brought together to exhibit their current artistic work under
a single shared “artistic” umbrella which not only brought our team
closer together, but also gave us the opportunity to see the general
acceptance of the results of our efforts. Space at the show

was also given to former members of staff such as prof. Rudolf
Sikora and to alumni such as Boris Sirka. Also exhibiting his work

at the exhibition was Jan zelinka, a student at the Faculty of Arts,
who won the Oskar Cepan Award in 2015.

In 2016 we obtained accreditation to provide doctoral studies
at our Department. As guarantor and chairperson of the Faculty
Study Committee (FOK), I see enormous potential for developing
and raising the quality of our research and artistic activities.

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Studio of Contemporary Painting
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The Studio of Contemporary Painting is categorized as a painting
studio in which the media used range from traditional visual means
of cultural expression to modern digital approaches. Students
spend the first two years of their study with sketching and

painting exercises in figure painting in addition to other thematic
assignments in the medium of painting. the studio offers students
space in which to find and develop their individual themes or
interests which can often take on a broader social character.
Through working with materials students acquire necessary skills
while reflecting their own working styles. They are encouraged

to develop an awareness of and an orientation within the contexts
of contemporary artistic discourse through visits to art events

and by studying literature. During the bachelor’s study program

in particular, students learn through their assignments to recognise
methods such as mimetic depiction, abstract expressionism and
painterly conceptualism, thereby allowing them to distinguish
between essentialist and subversive approaches to art.

Fakulty umeni v roku 2008. Jej vzniku predchadzali intenzivne diskusie
o potrebe zriadenia nového pracoviska zdruzujuceho pedagégov
teoretickych predmetov, dovtedy organizacne zaclenenych
predovsetkym na Katedre vytvarnych umeni a intermédii a na Katedre
architektury. Je potrebné predovsetkym spomenut odborné argumenty
a Usilie prof.

In contrast to the other three Departments of the Faculty
of Arts, the Department of Theory and History of Art does not offer
its own study program. Instead, the Department’s main role is
to provide students of the Faculty with a comprehensive survey
of the theory and
history of art in the form
of a synthesizing art-
-historical overview of fine
arts from the Stone
Age to the modern
day. Students
of the Faculty start their
bachelor’s programs
with an “Introduction
to the Study of the History
of Art”, followed by
six overview subjects,
e BT O S e v snvaaii,  concluding the program
with a two-semester
course on the history of 20t century art. the series of lectures are
accompanied by seminars which provide practical assignments for all
of the studied historical periods. This foundation in art history which
is a component of all study programs at the Faculty is supplemented
by additional required and elective subjects which have been
specifically created for the respective requirements of architects,
designers and creative artists. the History of Philosophy and the study
of Aesthetics are also an integral part of this general theoretical
foundation and form part of the final exams in bachelor’s programs.
In the master’s programs, theoretical studies are primarily focused
on topics connected with the end of the 20t century and the opening
years of the new millennium. Of course, contemporary discourse also
resonates in the fields of fine art, design, architecture, philosophy
and aesthetics, and these themes are also reflected in the final
